Structure and content
Regulations
The regulations for these degrees are to be read in conjunction with all 
other relevant statutes and regulations including the Academic Statutes 
and Regulations.

Degree of Bachelor of Theology (BTheol)
3 years full-time study or equivalent with a total value of 360 points,  
ie, 24 courses including two General Education courses.

Conjoint Degrees: Ba/BTheol; BSc/BTheol
4 years full-time study or equivalent with 270 points each required for BA 
or BSc and BTheol components, ie, 18 courses each including two 
General Education courses. 

Graduate Diploma in Theology (GradDipTheol)
Entrance requirement: degree in another discipline or professional 
qualification or experience and approval of the Head of School. 
1 year full-time with a total value of 120 points.

The Degree of Bachelor of Theology (BTheol)
A student enrolled for this degree must follow a programme of the 
equivalent of six full-time semesters and pass courses with a total value 
of 360 points, unless credit is granted under the Admission Regulations 
and/or the Credit Regulations.

Of the 360 points required for this degree, a student must pass at  
least 300 points from courses listed in the Bachelor of Theology 
Schedule, including:

(i)  �90 points from the Core Courses listed in the Bachelor of 
Theology Schedule

(ii)  �at least 180 points in courses above Stage I, including at least 75 
points above Stage II

and either

(iii)  (a)  �a major of at least 135 points in one subject area, of which 60 
points must be above Stage II selected from the subjects 
available for majors listed in the Bachelor of Theology Schedule

and

	 (b)  �a minor of at least 90 points in another subject area, of which 60 
points must be above Stage I and 15 points must be above Stage 
II from the subjects available for minors listed in the Bachelor of 
Theology Schedule

or

(iv)  �a double major of at least 120 points in each of two subject areas 
available for majors in the Bachelor of Theology Schedule, of which 
45 points must be above Stage II in each subject, from the subjects 
available for majors listed in the Bachelor of Theology Schedule.

(c) obtained appropriate professional experience deemed relevant to this 
programme by Senate or its representative

Duration and total points value
A student enrolled for this graduate diploma must follow a programme 
equivalent to two full-time semesters and pass courses with a total value 
of 120 points.

Structure and content
A student enrolled for this graduate diploma must pass 120 points from 
courses listed in the Bachelor of Theology Schedule, including: 

(a) at least 75 points above Stage II

(b) �45 of the points above Stage II must be taken from one of the subject 
areas: Biblical Studies, Christian Thought and History, Practical 
Theology.

The programme for each student requires the approval of the Head of 
School of Theology prior to enrolment.

Variations
In exceptional circumstances Senate or its representative may approve a 
personal programme which does not conform to these regulations.

Commencement
These regulations came into force on 1 January 2006.  The 2000 
regulations for the Graduate Diploma in Theology were thereby repealed.
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Graduate profiles

Bachelor of Theology  
The Bachelor of Theology is a three year degree in which students study a 
number of theological areas including Biblical texts and their 
interpretation, the beliefs, doctrines and traditions of Christian thought 
and history, ethics and their foundations within Christianity, and areas of 
practical theology. Such study gives due recognition to and takes account 
of  the diverse perspectives of students and teachers in the theologizing 
process.  

The graduate will have….

Specialist knowledge 
1. 	Developed understanding of the Biblical texts; major theological 

concepts and traditions of Christianity; and current issues in  
Christian Theology.  

2. 	Proficiency in reading and interpreting biblical, historical, and 
theological texts in their historical and contemporary contexts.

3. 	Demonstrated understanding and application of methodologies and 
hermeneutical principles used in theological studies.

4.	 A more in–depth knowledge of one area of Christian theology. 

5. 	Demonstrated awareness of the significance of the Treaty of Waitangi 
for doing theology in Aotearoa New Zealand.

6.	 Ability to integrate theology with contexts other than their own.

General intellectual skills and capacities
1. 	A capacity for critical, conceptual and reflective thinking in 

theological study.

2. 	Intellectual openness and enthusiasm to explore emerging 
theological issues.

3.	 A capacity for creativity and originality in theological thinking. 

4. 	Intellectual integrity, respect for truth and for the ethics of research 
and scholarly activity.

5. 	A capacity to integrate theological thinking within the bi–cultural 
context of Aotearoa New Zealand.

6. 	A capacity to embrace a variety of methodological and cultural 
approaches to theological studies.

7. 	An ability to make use of appropriate technologies for research 
and communication.

8. 	An ability to integrate knowledge and skills from other disciplines as 
appropriate into doing theology. 

9. 	An ability to communicate theological knowledge effectively in 
good English.

Graduate Diploma in Theology
The Graduate Diploma in Theology is a qualification of 120 points made 
up from courses in the Bachelor of Theology curriculum.  It is designed 
for graduates in other disciplines, or those with appropriate professional 
qualifications and experience, to study Theology.  

Additional general intellectual skills and capacities
Application to theological studies of intellectual skills and capacities 
learned in previous academic study.

Fundamental to the study of theology in each academic programme is an engagement with the diverse 
traditions of theology, the cosmopolitan context of The University of Auckland and the diverse cultural 
backgrounds of students.

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Biblical Studies
Biblical Studies students read and interpret the foundational texts of Christianity, namely the Bible. 
Here they will find opportunities to explore the Ancient Near East and the empires of Greece and Rome; 
the development of Judaism as a religious tradition in those worlds and its sacred texts; the emerging 
communities of early Christianity and their sacred writings including gospels and letters; methods 
for reading and interpreting those texts today; and perspectives that inform interpretation such as 
ecological, feminist, Mäori, Pacific and other culturally-based approaches.

Cambridge International Examinations (CIE)
To be admitted to The University of Auckland you must gain the 
University Entrance Standard (120 points on the UCAS Tariff) and be 
selected into a programme.

If you have just changed your mind: Apply 
to withdraw
You can withdraw from a course within the deadlines below. No fees will 
be refunded, and the course will stay on your record with a “W” (for 
withdrawn) against it. You should be aware that this will count as a fail 
grade for the purposes of calculating your GPA (Grade Point Average).

What to do
You must formally apply to withdraw by submitting a Course Alteration 
Form (SA70, or “CAF”) to the School’s office. If you just stop attending 
and don’t submit the form, you will remain enrolled in the course and will 
receive a fail grade such as DNS (Did Not Sit) or DNC (Did Not 
Complete).

Deadlines for withdrawing

Student Workload
Most 15 point courses, eg, Theology 103 Reading the Bible involve two or 
three hours of lectures per week and some also have regular tutorials 
(discussion groups of 12-25 students with a tutor). Stage I courses have 
two pieces of written work, or tests, during the semester and a two or 
three hour examination at the end. Courses at Stage II and III may follow 
this pattern or have assessment by coursework only. Students need to 
devote not less than 10 hours per week to each course.  This includes 
lecture times and personal study time. Students must only enrol in the 
courses they can give this amount of time to.
